The WSJO plays up to date big band
jazz numbers, arranged for their line
up of five saxes, four trombones, four
trumpets, two vocalists and the
conductor.

Their repertoire is diverse, but comes
mostly from the more progressive era
of the big band genre incorporating the
years spanning the late 50s, from
famous names such as Silver, Mingus
and even late vintage Ellington though
to recently released numbers. Generally
the music from this era of the last 40 or
so years is very dynamic and driven,
being strongly influenced by Afro-Cuban
rhythms, whilst at the other end of the
spectrum, the softer, contemplative
numbers are soulful, melodic and

almost h\}mng The forrat of the
music and the line-up of the band
absolutely encourages and more
importantly enables players from

each section to express their musicality
in the form of improvisational solos
underscored with background fills

from the whole group.

With the previous two audition

stages behind them, the four finale
contestants will be in good form and
looking forward to performing in a truly
magnificent venue for this type of
entertainment.
